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£acn organization using the tacility must furnish it’s own staff. The kitchen must be kept clean at all
times.

Groups using the facility must agree to keep the buildings and grounds reasonably clean throughout the
period that they are using the camp. Before leaving the camp, the group should do the following chores:
Leave the picnic pavilion, grounds, bathrooms and dorm rooms in a clean condition.

The kitchen and dining area must be swept and mopped. '

All trash should be picked up and all waste and garbage cans empty and disinfected.

All garbage should be bagged and placed in a central location.

All sinks, lavatories and commodes should be clean.
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Each Youth and Staff Member must furnish their own sheets, blankets, (or sleeping bag) pillow, pillow
case and towels. We request that an inspection be made to insure that campers are using sheets/sleeping
bag and under no circumstances, permit a person to sleep next to a mattress.

BEDS AND OR MATTRESSES ARE NOT TO BE REMOVED FROM THE DORMITORY!

The using group will provide proper supervision of Youth and Staff to minimize any problems.

There will be NO SMOKING allowed in the facilities.

Campfires are permitted only in the prayer fire area.

Picking of wildflowers, plants, cutting trees etc. are prohibited.

No wild life is to be harmed.

14. No pets permitted.
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No snacks in the dorms since this entices rodents and insects.

Please help us conserve energy by turning off lights.

A bulletin board will be provided for camp announcements. Please refrain from putting thumb tacks,
tape or markings on the walls.

Groups using the facilities will determine if and when they will permit outside visitors.

The using group must pay replacement value for any equipment or property which is lost, broken,
damaged or rendered useless and must agree to use all utensils, buildings, grounds and equiprhent
wisely.

A camp inspection must be made at the beginning and at the end of camp by a camp staff person and the
director of the using organization.

If the camp is not up to par when you depart, you will be billed for the cost of having someone clean it
for you.

Failure to comply with any of the proceeding rules and agreements may result in forfeit of privileges for
future use of the camp.

No underage smoking or drinking of alcoholic beverages permitted.
